1. The agenda for the meeting was approved.

2. Minutes from the 2000 meeting were approved

3. Secretary/T reasurer rep ort 

Allan Horwitz gave a sum mary of the report in the place of D ebra Umb erson, who was 

unable to attend the meeting. The finances of the section are in good shape.  Two years ago 

the section budget was slightly in the red.  Last year the section began with a $1,628 

surplus.  This year we will end with a $3,575 surplus.  Council members were asked to 

think about p roductive w ays to use this surp lus. The sec tion � s revenue wa s $5,447 .  Of this, 

$2,400 cam e from the ASA an d from section mem berships, $1,500  in book royalties,  and $1,5 75 from endo wments,

particularly from the Pearlin fund. Th is year �s expenditures were abo ut $3,500.  M ost, $2,300, went towa rd the cost

of the annual reception and most of the rest, $1,100 toward expenses for the newsletter.  While the section �s current

finances are stro ng, much o f this is due to reve nue from the  two section-sp onsored  volumes ed ited by Allan H orwitz

and Te resa Scheid  and by Ca rol Aneshe nsel and Jo  Phelan.  T his revenue w ill inevitably decline  in coming yea rs. 

Council m embers w ere asked  to think abo ut ways to repla ce this revenu e.  A boo k raffle was sugge sted, although  it

was suggested that this could be too similar to the medical sociology section �s raffle.

4. Awards Committee Report - Margaret Ensminger 

The awards committee consisted of Margaret Ensminger (awards chair), Sarah Rosenfield (past section chair), and

Allan Horwitz (current section c hair).  This year � s award winners are as follows:
Leonard I. P earlin Award  for Distinguished C ontributions.   

This award is given for distinguished contributions to the sociological study of mental health. Thanks to a generous

donation from Leonard Pearlin, the Section has created this award that is given every year. It goes to a scholar who

has made  substantial co ntributions to the  sociology o f mental health in th eory and/o r research. 

Awarde e:  Professo r Georg e William  Brown, A cademic  Departm ent of Psychia try, St. Thom as' Hospital, 

London

Award for the Best Dissertation in Mental Health.

This award is given for the best doctoral dissertation in the area of the sociology of mental health during the

academ ic years of 19 99-200 0 or 200 0-2001 .  

Awardee:  Kristi Williams,  University of Texas "Has the future of marriage arrived?  A contemporary examination

of the effects of marital status and marital quality on the psychological well-being of women and men." Debra

Umbe rson, Disser tation Adviso r.  

Best publication award:

This award is given for the best book, article, or book chapter published during the preceeding year.

Awardee:  Carol Aneshensel (UCLA) and Jo Phelan (Columbia University),  Handbook of the Sociology of Mental

Health. 1999. New York: Plenum.

A discussion ensued on the structure of the awards.  At the 2000 business meeting, there was uncertainty whether the

ASA allowed sections two or three awards and there was sentiment that if three awards were allowed, all three

section awards should be awarded each year.  Allan Horwitz reported that the ASA does allow a section to make

three yearly awards and suggested that this be placed on a ballot to go to an official vote of section members.  There

was unanimous agreement that the dissertation award should be a yearly one. Concern, however, was raised that
